Application Procedure

Please submit your application deposit payment form (showing paid), the student data form, and a copy of your
passport or a copy of your passport application to the Administrative Assistant in 307 Cornell Hall after
completing the following:

Step 1: Application and Guarantee of Acceptance

a. Program Application Deposit. Payment forms are available on the following pages. Pay your
application deposit of $100 ASAP to the Cashier’s office in Jesse Hall (lower level).

b. Study Abroad Student Data Form. Next, you need to complete the Study Abroad Student Data
Form (at the end of this document). Completing this step guarantees the acceptance of the first 15
students.

c. Make a copy of your passport main page. Note that your passport MUST BE VALID at least six
months later than you plan to return to the U.S. This is a U.S. passport control regulation for re-entry
into the U.S. If you do not have a passport, see step 2 below.

d. Provide the following to the Administrative Assistant in 307 Cornell Hall:
i. Payment form (stamped paid by the cashier’s office.)
ii. Application form including signed Student Agreement form.
iii. COLOR copy of your passport or passport application form

You will need to enroll in the one-hour pre-departure course for spring semester that will prepare you for

traveling and enjoying China and understanding Chinese culture and business.

Step 2: Obtaining a Passport.

o IF you do not already have a passport, then the next step is to apply for a passport, after paying your
deposit and completing your student data form.

e The main post office in Columbia has a passport window with a person who can assist you, or you can go
to the web site at: http://travel.state.gov/passport/index.html. Be sure to make a copy of your
application form for submission with your Student Data form and Deposit receipt.

e Be sure to get photos according to the following:

O Already have a passport: one for your China Visa application. The TCOB will assist you with the
visa application but the visa application fee is not included in the program cost.

O Need a passport: 2 photos for passport application and one for your China Visa application. The
TCOB will assist you with the visa application but the visa application fee is not included in the
program cost.

(FedEx-Kinko’s, Walgreens and Wal-Mart produce regulation photos but shopping mall photo booths
are not acceptable.)

Check with the Administrative Assistant in 307 Cornell Hall, (umcbusstudyabroad@missouri.edu) for questions
on application, deposits, passport applications, and the study abroad student data form.

Check with Chuck Franz (franzc@missouri.edu) on questions about enrollment, and any other questions about
travel, the program content, courses, etc.
