The Trulaske College of Business (TCOB) Study Abroad Programs is providing international study abroad 
diversity scholarships for qualified under-represented students in the TCOB. It is a priority of the TCOB to have 
diversity participation in study abroad programs. Two $1,000 scholarships will be awarded to qualified applicants 
participating in a January Intersession TCOB Study Abroad Program. 
 

Requirements:   
1) Applicant must be a full-time MU student accepted into the upper division of the Trulaske College of 

Business with minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0. 

2) UG Candidates must have a FAFSA on file with the MU Financial Aid Office to be eligible to apply. 

3) Applicant must be classified as an undergraduate under-represented diversity student according to MU 

standards.  

4) Applicants must be a business or international business emphasis.  Priority will be given to students who 

have met the requirements for admission into the upper-level program, but sophomores are also eligible. 

5) Priority will be given to students with demonstrated financial need (not travel need) and to students who 

would be able to return to MU to share their experience with other students through speaking engagements 

and assisting the College of Business Marketing Team.
